(or equivalent) is required, with a minimum of 5.5 in each element
Students who have been nominated by our exchange partners are
able to provide evidence of English language ability in the form of
a formal letter of reference from their Home University, outlining
their language ability. Please discuss this with your home
exchange/study abroad office

If you are not able to provide a formal letter of reference from
your home university, proof of English must be in the form of a
recent test (usually from within the last 2 years). Some tests
that we accept are: IELTS Academic, IELTS for UKVI, Pearson,
TOEFL (iBT), Duolingo and Cambridge Assessment English (CT
Advanced CAE / C2 Proficiency CPE). A list of additional tests
